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The Law Of Love 
 

Much is said in scriptures admonishing us to love.  
In touching on a bit of this, I want to emphasize the 
importance of our paying attention to our being 
motivated by love in all that we do.  We are 
commanded by God to love.  God needs us to be 
channels of His love to others.  And it is essential for 
us to love in order to have victory.  We all know we 
are to love the Lord our God with all our heart, soul, 
mind and might; and to love our neighbors as 
ourselves.  “On these two commandments hang all 
the law and the prophets.”  Matthew 22:40.  Picture 
love as the substance we hang all other things on, 
such as clothes or curtain rods, or trees or vines that 
bear fruit.  Without love as a foundation, any of 
God’s promises we try to stand on won’t hold up.  
We have to have faith to receive from God, and, 
“faith worketh by love”.  Galatians 5:6.  Check your 
love walk if your faith is not working.  If we do not 
love with agape love — God’s kind of love — God 
is not there for us, for God dwells in our love.  “God 
is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, 
and God in him.”  John 4:16.   

 

We are not walking in love when our focus is — 
what’s in this for me.  And our having pity parties or 
staying offended when someone hurts us is never an 
option if we want to live in victory.  That opens the 
door, makes us vulnerable to attack.  So, be quick to 
forgive and to cast your cares upon the Lord; and 
choose to obey the dictates of love.  (See 1 
Corinthians 13)  And dwell in God — love — no 

matter what.  Love never fails.  When we apply the 
law of love it wins every time because it is the most 
powerful of all spiritual forces.  It sets us free at 
Calvary, and it continues to keep us free as long as 
we keep operating under it.  

 

It is our loving, our faith, and our standing with 
Jesus and using His name that makes us more than 
conquerors; (Roman 8:37) able to do all things in 
Jesus; (Philippians 4:13) and make us overcomers.  
“Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome 
them; because greater is He that is in you than he 
that is in the world.” 1 John 4:4.  As we concentrate 
on showing love, we have confidence when we 
quote, “Great is He that is in me,” to any evil and it 
will be defeated.  

 

Agape love is unconditional, not just emotional, and 
is the love required of us.  I truly believe that the 
degree to which we show love, that is the degree that 
we are useful to God, and the degree to which we are 
able to receive from God.  And remember, the fruit 
of the Spirit, which we all desire, comes from the 
“tree” of love.  How can we know if we are really 
walking in agape love?  See if we are giving in order 
to get something in return.  For if we do things for 
selfish reasons or out of fear, like maybe we’ll be 
thoughtless, or if we don’t we are missing it.  We are 
not applying the law of love.  This law simply must 
be put into effect for it to work.  Let us purpose to 
put this law of love to work in every situation that 
needs fixing.  And then give God the glory for the 
victories.
