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BILOXI MISSION TRIP

Eight members form the church made a trip to Biloxi Mississippi in January to help in the hurricane
Katrina relief. We stayed a the Heritage United Methodist Church in D’lberville where David
Cumbest is the Pastor. The church was so gracious in welcoming us and sharing their facility, food
and love with us.

During the 10 days that we were there, we went to the home of Mrs. Bobbi Cooks to help rebuild her
house. On the previous trip in October, Jim Sabo worked at her house and helped to clean it out.
From October to January, nothing else had been done on her house except a new roof. Mrs. Cooks
was so excited to have a work team come and spend the week helping her. New friendships were
made with her and her extended family (5 of her children also lost their homes). She was so grateful
for everything that we did for her. One day she was so overwhelmed with joy that she just wept.

The following are the jobs we accomplished in her house:
. Ripped up two old floors that needed to be replaced
Put new sub-flooring in her living room and dining room (there were holes in the current floor)
Repaired all electrical boxes and outlets
Put in a new breaker box and new breakers outside the house
Put insulation in all walls and the ceiling
Put dry wall up on all walls and the ceiling
Had air conditioning/heating system checked and repaired
Replaced her hot water tank
Repaired laundry room (needed new floor)
Repaired front and back door
Cleaned bathrooms and windows
Cut down damaged bush is front yard
Reinforced broken floor joist in the kitchen

The team worked hard and put in long days. Then we had to come back in the evening and cook
super. All were ready for bed after that!

We have been in touch with Mrs. Cooks and she said her son is trying to do some more work on her
house, but there is still a lot to do.

Jim and Ruth Sabo will be returning to Biloxi in April or May. If anyone would like to be part of a
team then, please talk to one of them. There is so much need and so little workers! Maybe God is
calling you to be His hands in helping the devastated area. Pray about it and see if God is leading
you. If you can't go, you can still be part of the work team. Finances are needed to purchase
materials and prayers are needed for strength and safety. The Church Council has given their
support of this mission effort for this year. There will be a fund set up for Mississippi Mission Work if
you would like to help any time during the year.

Again, the work team would like to thank you for your support and we all were so blessed as we
worked for Jesus’ kingdom.
