As we celebrate the resurrection of our Lord
Jesus this Easter, let us believe for the fullness
of what this means for us.

Romans
10:9-10 God’s Word also says to confess our
sins; ask and it should be given unto us; be
quick to forgive; walk in love; cast out all fear
and doubt; abide in Jesus and have Him abide
in us; ask of the Father and in Jesus’ name,;
believing we receive at the time we pray; and
mix faith with every prayer, among other

things. God’s words are seeds which we need
to plant by speaking them back to Him before
receiving our harvests.

Believe God’s Word above what we see in the
natural and guard our thoughts. Appreciate
God’s gift of salvation and strive to have lots of
glory to give Him in return.
